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Our Neighborhoods Cinergy Corporation recently
awarded the Hamilton County Department
of Environmental Services (DES) a
$100,000 grant to retrofit 135 school buses
from 11 different school districts with diesel
oxidation catalysts.  The oxidation catalysts
will reduce approximately 10,800 pounds
per year of diesel exhaust emissions in the
Greater Cincinnati area.

The key goal of the project is to reduce
school children’s exposure to diesel exhaust
emission, whether riding on a bus or waiting
in areas where buses are idling.  Recent
studies have confirmed that children riding
in school buses are exposed to six times
more diesel exhaust emissions that outside
the bus. Diesel particulate exhaust
exacerbates eixisting respiratory conditions
in children.

“DES is very pleased to team up with
Cienrgy to help make school buses healthier
for our children,” said Ken Edgell,
environmental administrative coordinator
for DES. “ The Cinergy grant will allow us
to extend the successful school bus retrofit
program that began in the 2004-2005
school year with an initial grant from the
EPA.”
